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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDIN G

On Provision to the Ministry of 58 Laptop Computers from the
Strengthening Extension and Advisory Services in Georgia Activity

ARTICLE 1. PURPOSE

1) The United States Agency for International Development (USAID), through the Strengthening
Extension and Advisory Services in Georgia (SEAS) Activity (SEAS Project), and the Ministry of
Agriculture of Georgia (Ministry), which are collectively referred to as the Participants, intend to
cooperate to strengthen Agricultural Extension and Advisory Services in Georgia for the benefit of
Georgian Agriculture. To achieve this goal in the spirit of bilateral cooperation, the Participants have
concluded this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), which reflects the intentions and
expectations of each Participant relative to the donation of 58 computers to the Ministry.

2) This cooperation framework relates to strengthening the agricultural extension and advisory
services in Georgia, one of the activities conducted pursuant to the Assistance Agreement signed on
August 12, 2010, between the United States of America, acting through USAID, and Georgia, acting
through the Ministry of Finance, as amended.

3) The purpose of this MOU is to set forth the understanding and intentions of the Participants. The
Participants are entering into this MOU while wishing to maintain their own separate and unique
missions and mandates, and their own accountabilities. Nothing in this MOU shall be construed as
superseding or interfering in any way with other agreements or contracts entered into by the
Participants, either prior to or subsequent to the signing of this MOU.

4) The Participants further specifically acknowledge that this MOU is not an obligation of funds, nor
does it constitute a legally binding commitment by any Participant.

ARTICLE 2. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF USAID
USAID, through support of the SEAS Project, intends to:

2.1. Provide forty-eight (48) new laptop computers to the Ministry for the specific purpose of
equipping the district-based Information and Consultancy Centers (ICC) with modern computer

equipment,

2.2. Provide ten (10) additional laptop computers for the specific use by the newly named regional
heads of the ICC offices and for the leadership of the new Regional Coordination Department of
the Ministry which manages ICC activities.

2.3, Work cooperatively with the Ministry’s Information Technology (IT) Department in providing
training on effective computer use to the regional office heads and to district-based ICC

employees who will be primary users of the computers.



ARTICLE 3. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE MINISTRY

Accept the fifty-eight (58) laptop computers in support of the Ministry’s expanded agricultural
extension and advisory services activity in Georgia.

Allocate and distribute one laptop computer to each of forty-eight (48) district-based offices of
the Ministry’s ICCs.

Allocate and distribute ten (10) laptop computers to the regional heads of the ICC offices and to
the leadership of the new Regional Coordination Department of the Ministry.

[nstruct the IT Department of the Ministry to prepare the donated computers prior to delivery to
end-users by testing the equipment and by loading relevant software onto the computers that is
needed by the field staff of the Ministry.

Cooperate with the SEAS Project in providing training on effective computer use to the regional
office heads and the Ministry field staff who will be primarily responsible for the use and care
of the computers at the district office.

Take all reasonable steps necessary to ensure that the computer equipment is not damaged, lost,
stolen or misused, and is properly maintained, available and usable for agricultural extension
and advisory services activity.

Maintain records adequate to show receipt, location, condition, maintenance and use of the
computer equipment.

Preserve markings on the computer equipment that indicate the equipment is provided through
assistance by USAID.

ARTICLE 4. GENERAL PROVISIONS

This MOU may be amended or modified in writing by the authorized representatives of each
Participant (USAID and Ministry). Either Participant may terminate its participation in this
MOU by giving the other thirty (30) days written notice.

This MOU is prepared in both English and Georgian. In the event of ambiguity or conflict
between the two versions, the English language version will control.

This MOU shall be effective on the day it is signed by both Participants and shall remain in
operation until 31 December 2016 or until terminated, whichever is earlier.

The MOU is signed in the city of Tbilisi, Georgia on May __, 2015, in four copies — two each in English
and Georgian languages.
